




Asian Festival returns to the library May 1

MAC presents Jean Ritchie Folk Concert on April 11
Dave Sear per forms a fam-

ily-friendly concert on banjo and 
12-string guitar, with Peter Pickow on 
Sunday, April 11 at 3 p.m. Enjoy a vari-
ety of foot-stomping, mountain square 
dance tunes along with new songs 
about sailors, women, children and 
mermaids. This concert is sponsored 
by the Music Advisory Council with 
private funds from the Port Washing-
ton Library Foundation.

Dave has been an active mem-
ber of the folk music scene since the 
late 1940s and has given concerts all 
over the United States and in Europe. 
He has shared stages with folk sing-
ers including Woody Guthrie and Pete 
Seeger, and has recorded for many dif-
ferent labels. He has directed music 
for and appeared on CBS, NBC, CBC 
and WPIX television. A veteran of over 
40 years in radio, Sear is best known 
as host/producer of the nationally 
syndicated “Folk Music Almanac,” 

which is broadcast over public radio 
stations across the U.S.

 Sear has been a member of the 
faculty of Hofstra University, where he 
has taught several courses in Ameri-
can folk music.

Peter Pickow is happy to be re-
turning to the stage of the Port Wash-
ington Public Library, where he has 
appeared in several guises over the 
past 35 years. Mr. Pickow’s eclectic 
performing career has taken him to 
coffee houses, bars and concert halls 
across the United States, most notably 
the Kennedy Center in Washington, 
D.C., and CBGB’s and Carnegie Hall 
in New York City. He is the author of 
dozens of music instruction books 
for instruments as diverse as guitar, 
bass guitar, recorder, pennywhistle, 
harmonica and hammered dulcimer.

An 8 p.m. perfor-
mance of Japanese Taiko drumming at 
Landmark by Taiko Masala concludes 
our celebration.

Sam Clayton brings his paint-
ings to the Main Galler y April 
1 through 29. The Art Advisory 
Council hosts a reception for the 
artist on Saturday, April 10 from 2 
to 4 p.m.

Sam playfully derives the 
ironic title of his body of work, Im-
material, from the dual nature of his 
art, being both about the physical 
and transcendent. His art is indeed 
about the physical material he uses 
and the physical figures, drawn and 
painted, while at the same time sug-
gesting that they are merely the 
material medium pointing towards 
the non material – immaterial – 
transcendent that is the underlying 
subject. The work is spawned from 
a love and awe of the material world 
around us, form, space, light and 
color. The chaos of the visual and 
our response, or internalization of 
that and its visceral implications lie 

at the heart of his art. It’s a reflec-
tion of the duality of the conscious 
and the unconscious, life lived mo-
ment to moment, our experiences, 
passions and judgements.

Sam Clayton’s work evolves 
organically from a visual or ab-
stract concept, its development 
guided by chance and discovery. 
Finding the right pictorial tension 
is a goal that is not always imme-
diately apparent, striving for a bal-
ance of the visual material surface 
and its visceral impact. 

For the past 20 years Sam 
has focused on using the human 
figure and finding a new pictorial 
space in which it can exist. In-
formed by history without being 
a slave to it, the works presented 
in this show are examples of some 
of those solutions. One can view 
them as visual poems or as one

Libraries have become es-
sential in helping New Yorkers with 
their job and career searches. Our 
Job Fair with the New York State 
Department of Labor on April 21 is 
our latest effort to connect people 
with employers.

An overwhelming majority 
of New York State libraries are 
helping people search for jobs. In 
fact, a New York Library Associa-
tion survey in January 2009 found 
that over 80 percent of New York’s 
libraries had helped a patron apply 
for a job online. Now that fewer 
than 44 percent of the nation’s top 

100 retailers accept in-store applica-
tions, people come to the library to 
use public computers to complete 
job applications.

At the Port Washington Pub-
lic Library, we take this trend a step 
(in fact, many steps) further. We 
offer free, individual, confi dential 
career assistance by appointment.  
You can meet with our career 
coach for help with job searching, 
career change and transition, skills 
assessments, resume and cover 
letter preparation, and interviewing 
techniques. 

A section of our reference 

department is designated as the 
Jobs & Careers Center, and you 
can access jobs and careers in-
formation by clicking “Jobs & Ca-
reers Center” from our homepage 
(www.pwpl.org). You’ll fi nd online 
job search resources, ways to cope 
if you’ve lost your job and tips on 
raising your resume IQ. 

Library workshops in the 
past year have guided small busi-
ness owners, prepared stay-at- 
home moms for a return to the 
workforce, and perhaps most im-
portantly, provided tips for fi nding 
work in a tough economy.
